ATHLETES

Physical: Unexplained injury or illness, headache,
fatigue, insomnia

Psychological: Anxiety, depression, apathy, confusion,
Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder

Behavioral: Self-harm, medication and/or substance
overuse, disordered eating, suicidality

Material/Performance: Decreased academic or
athletic performance

ENTOURAGE

Parents « Coaches « Trainers »
Clinicians « Officials « Referees

Psychological: Guilt, remorse, confusion, Post-
Traumatic Stress Disorder, vicarious traumatization,
justification/normalization of abuse

Behavioral: Self-censorship (i.e. reduced ability or
willingness to speak freely), suicidality, “doubling
down” (i.e. further and more severe abuse when
athletes underperform)

SPORT ORGANIZATIONS

Administrators « Directors « Owners

Psychological: Low moral and ethical climate, toxic
culture

Behavioral: Inaction, maintenance of social structures
that disenfranchise athletes, obfuscation of
responsibility

Material/Performance: Loss of players, fans, and
sponsorships, reputational damage
